2009 Bill Dehmer Memorial Scholarship

The St. Joseph of the Three Rivers Knights of Columbus Council is again awarding a $1000.00 scholarship to an eighth grade student who will be attending a Catholic high school next year. This scholarship is awarded in memory of Mr. Bill Dehmer, who was a member of the K of C and a deacon at Visitation Church for many years. 

To be eligible for the scholarship the student must submit an essay which completes the following:

“You’re off to high school.  The pressure is on- - - the pressure to ‘fit in’, make fun of others, perhaps try alcohol, drugs and do what everyone else is doing.

It’s not easy to stand apart.  It’s not always easy to live your Catholic faith.
How will your catholic education equip you to succeed as a Christian in the world of high school and beyond?”

This essay must be the work of the student alone, and he/she must attest to that. The essay must be no more than one page typewritten, or two pages if handwritten. 

There should be no identifying information on the essay. This will allow judges to be objective and not influenced by prior experiences with the applicant. 

A sealed envelope containing the attached form, signed by both student and parent, must be stapled to the essay. No identifying information should be on the outside of the envelope.
